Introduction

Area studies e.g. American Studies, Japanese Studies; Chinese
Studies and so on are respectable interdisciplinary areas of
undergraduate and postgraduate study in many universities in
the world.

= A good knowledge of English language and satisfactory
performance at a selection test/ selection interview.
